Crisp flavors of lemons, melons and exotic tropical fruit. Very well balanced with a dry finish

Joel Gott Savignon Blanc: Monterey and Napa, CA 2008 - bottle 38
Intense fruit aromas and flavors with the addition of buttery, malolactic fermentation

Camelot Chardonnay: North and Central Coast, CA 2006 glass 6 bottle 22
Bright apple and tropical fruit aromas with toasty oak tones adding complexity

Montes: Classic Chardonnay, Chile, 2010 glass 7.5 bottle 28

A fruity, fresh and tropical wine of intense flavor. Its aromas blend butter and hints of vanilla
and tropical fruit

Liberty School Chardonnay: Central Coast, CA 2007 glass 8.5 bottle 32

Rich chocolate, dark berries, fragrant, new cherries and a sinfully, creamy texture

Walnut City Pinot Noir: Willamette Valley Oregon 2007 - bottle 50
Bright red and black cherry fruit flavors with notes of cinnamon and pleasant earthiness

Camelot Merlot: North Coast, Central Coast, and Lodi, CA 2006 glass 6 bottle 22
Dark plum and ripe berry aromas with hints of oak, Bing cherry, cracked black pepper and caraway

14 Hands: Merlot, WA 2008 glass 7.5 bottle 28

Crios Malbec: Mendoza Argentina 2008 glass 9.5 bottle 36
